All of our perennials, salvias, coreopsis, plectranthus etc., are lanky
and spent, so give them a trim which may encourage another flush.

Dahlias and asters will be flowering soon and may need staking and
given good drinks on the hot days.

Our camellias are starting to bud and there is promise of a
wonderful season ahead. They will benefit from a dressing of
organic pelletized fertilizer and maybe some potash. Some extra
watering will help, even though they seem to be remarkably resilient
in dry times.

The chore of removing spent blooms from agapanthus is upon us.
We need to achieve this before the black seeds spread through the
garden.

In our environment, mostly free of frost, we can cut back our
hydrangeas. If pruning in summer, prune back to two fat growth
buds, clean out old growth, fertilize with organic pellets and water
well. If in doubt, talk to Kay llett.

Last year, despite removing many of the seed heads from my lillium
formosanum, they have come back in force, very beautiful but
weedy. | am cutting bunches for the house and they last well. | will
need to remove the bulbs soon from the garden to reduce numbers
as they are no longer recommended as a garden plant.

Stay cool, drink lots of water (one of our members was hospitalised
with dehydration), and if possible garden early and late in the day.
