
GENERAL CARE  
Lift and divide Dahlia’s if needed, or cut back to 
10 cm above ground.  
 
Feed growing bulbs with liquid fertiliser and 
protect from slugs and snails with pet-friendly 

repellent around susceptible plants. 

Allow potted cymbidium orchids to dry out during 
Winter - only watering when the stems start to 

shrivel.  

Reduce watering as the weather cools. 

Label your herbaceous plants now, before they 
die down so that you don’t forget where they’re 
planted and chop through them with a spade by 

accident. 

Continue to gather fallen leaves for mulch when 

tidying up the garden. 

Continue to mulch if not already completed. 

PRUNING 
 Prune summer-flowering shrubs back now, such 

as Hibiscus and Hydrangea. 

You could start cutting your Hydrangea back 
after flowering and use the pruning's as cuttings. 
Prune back stems that have flowered down to fat 

buds near the base of the stems, leaving stems 
that had no flowers. I do leave my heads on 
hydrangeas in frost prone areas for protection, 
and only cut them back when risk of damage is 

over. 

Cut out old canes from Buddleia, Weigela, Abelia 

and May. 

Trim back over rampant wisteria. 

VEGES 
Don’t forget to regularly feed veges with liquid 

seaweed. 

Plant rhubarb crowns now. Rhubarb is a very 
hungry plant, so feed with blood and bone and 

aged organic manure. 

Prepare asparagus beds by adding lots of 
manure to well dug over soil. Plant so crowns are 

5-7cm deep and water in well. 

Continue to plant Asian and leafy greens. 

 

Check that all gutters around the house 

are cleared of fallen Autumn leaves.
