Must Do Tasks for May  

As the cooler days set in, here are a few things to do this month. 

FRUIT TREES   If you havenôt already planted your new citrus trees, plant now so that 
they establish in warmer soil and harden up before winter. Give established citrus and 
fruit trees their final light feed before winter, now. Spray deciduous fruit trees with 

copper or sulphur spray once most leaves have fallen to combat fungal diseases.  

PLANTING  Plant primula, pansy, viola and delphiniums for winter/spring colour and 
donôt forget to deadhead. Plant bulbs such as daffodils, ranunculus, anemone and 
alliums. Divide older Delphinium, catmint, Shasta daisy and salvia. Replant, mulch and 

water in well.  

MOVING   Its great transplanting conditions and with the soil still warm and moist, it will 
really assist in re-establishment. Water plants well the day before moving. If the root ball 
seems much smaller than the crown, prune overall by a third. Spray leaves with an anti-
transparent. Stake, water and mulch immediately when in new position. Water regularly 

after. 

PRUNING   Cut cannas right back as soon as they have finished flowering. Tidy up 
roses. Most perennials  including Japanese Windflower, Shasta daisy, pentstemon and 

phlox have finished. Remover flowered stems and tidy clumps. 

CUTTINGS  Autumn is a great time to pot hardwood cuttings such as Lavender, rose, 
Jasmine and Hydrangea. Dip into honey or commercial rooting powder and plant into 

coarse sand. 

VEGGIES  Get leafy vegies such as Rocket, English Spinach, lettuce, Asian Greens in 
quickly, so they establish before winter. Broad Beans, Broccoli, cabbage, caulie and 
carrots should also be planted. Regular liquid feed keeps them all thriving. Asparagus 
ferns should be left to die back naturally to ensure all the goodness goes back into the 
corms. Trim back all herbs, fertilise and water to reinvigorate. Plant coriander now as it 

likes the cool conditions. Plant garlic and alliums now.
